Marco Frank Montoya is a hustla’, straight up. Forget about his 
barrio background, low riders or gangsta persona. Marco’s about 
stacking paper like books. And there’s no better way to do that 
than to have your own pro-model products. Signature pieces 
mean more money in the pocket, and nobody’s got more of them 
than MFM. With more than 10 previous pro-model snowboards, 
the latest with Nitro Snowboards, Marco knows what he wants 
and won’t have it any other way.
	 “I changed the shape just a little bit on the nose and tail from 
last year,” says Marco. “And the graphic is stupid-fresh. That’s about 
it though—the board is too perfect already to be tryin’ to change up 
too much stuff.”
	 For MFM, it’s important to have everything right, down to the 
last detail. “It’s extra wide but with a tight side-cut so it turns like 
all the other skinnier boards,” explains Marco. “The perfect flex, the 
perfect everything. It’s so ill when you look down and see the shape 
and how it looks when you’re riding it.”
	 The aesthetics are important to MFM, who takes pride in 
throwing down bangers with the right board under his feet. “I just 
always have skate style on my mind, and I wanna look and feel sol-
id when I’m riding,” says Marco. “I hate lookin’ down and not seeing 

somethin’ that I didn’t draw up exactly how I like it! It’s crazy how 
spoiled that made me, hahaha!”
	 As a strong all-around rider who can adapt to just about any 
terrain—from scaffolding rail jams to man lines in Alaska—Marco 
has a fleet of pro models for every situation. A super-wide 152 jib 
and park board, a wide 157 park and powder jump board, and a 159, 
just in case. “The super-wide 152 they custom-made for my big-ass 
feet!” laughs Marco. “I’m so happy about that board; it’s the best 
thing I’ve ever been on, for reals—no joke, ever.”
	 Like every true hustla’, Marco diversified and has it com-
ing from every angle. With a signature silhouette logo and a grip 
of sponsors, MFM is dipped head to toe in his own gear. “I got 
Technine MFM bindings, Section MFM pants and coats, Nitro MFM 
boots, SPY MFM goggles, and DVS MFM shoes!” grins Marco. 
“Drop MFM gloves and backpack, SkullCandy MFM headphones, 
Alive MFM watches, ICA MFM hat, Bluebird MFM block of wax, and 
The Block Hotels by MFM—hahaha! Crazy, huh?”
	 And just like the boards, it’s not just some company throwing  
his name on a stock product. Every piece is customized to Marco’s 
exact specifications. “If I don’t design it,” he points out, “then it 
wouldn’t really be my shit, right?”
