So instead of separating shit, it’s just 
one big happy family. It’s like a f-ckin’ 
gang. We got rappers in the gang; 
we got snowboarders, surfers and 
skaters. You know, we all hang out 
and have a good time…party. It’s just 
love, namsayin?

Right right, spreadin’ the love.  
So you used to be a skateboarder 
back in the day? Yeah I used to 
skate in the eighties. Like in the 
Powell Peralta, Bones Brigade, Natas 
Kapus, Christian Hosoi, Gator shit. 
You know, the golden age. I’m a little 
older now, but I want to try to start 
skating again. Bust out a couple 
kickflips and f-ck people’s heads  
up, like, “Oh shit, that mothaf-cka  
just did a kickflip. That’s Lil’ Jon!  
He ollied over a f-ckin’ car, did you 
see dat shit?”

Hip-hop and snowboarding have had a love hate  
relationship for years. Many riders have tried to  
incorporate elements of the hip-hop lifestyle into their 
persona, from TRZA (Trevor Andrew, who now goes  
by “Trouble”) to J.P. Walker and even Marc Frank 
Montoya. With that in mind, it’s a bit of a surprise that  
the last rider you would expect has finally bridged  
the gap, bringing the two worlds together on a major  
level. Danny Kass and his trusty sidekick Dingo are  
officially members of Lil’Jon’s BME Click, and our  
favorite punk rock poster boy is rockin’ a diamond chain.

You and Lupe Fiasco can go hit 
some parks together. Naw, Lupe 
can’t skate. You didn’t know dat?

Oh shit, you’re callin’ him out 
right now. No he can’t! I seen him on 
television; he can’t skate. That’s why 
we’re different.

Maybe we’ll have to do like a little 
skate off or something. If I get on 
the board for a month it’s all back. I’ll 
be on ramps and all that shit.

Going into training, huh?
Yeeah! I’m getting’ on a snowboard 
tomorrow. Me and Danny gonna get 
out there and snowboard; I know 
I’mma bust my ass about 20 times 
but it’s gonna be worth it. You gotta 
learn, and I wanna learn. Cause 
I always wanted to snowboard. 
Coming up in those days when snow-
boarding was getting popular too, I 
always wanted to do that shit. All the 
dudes I used to skate with wanted to 
snowboard and surf too. You know, 
do it all.

You just never got the chance to 
get to a mountain before? Naw. 
This is crazy ‘cause I heard that’s a 
glacier up there.

Yeah, it’s actually a volcano with 
a glacier on it. Great, a dormant 
volcano. So if that bitch erupts we 
f-cked up, huh?

It’d wipe us out. I think you’ll be 
alright though, Mt. Hood’s a good 
place to learn. Yeah, it’s a good 
name, Hood. Hehehe. We in the 
Hood!

Yeah, you guys should come 
down to Portland later on and 
I’ll show you some spots. Why, 
Portland got good strip clubs?

It’s got the highest percentage 
of strip clubs per capita in the 
country. Why don’t we go tonight? 
Hold on, lemme call a car service [Lil’ 
Jon makes the call]. I got some extra 
ones I need to get rid of…I’m ready 
to give to the stripper education fund. 

You know, strippers need to go to 
college too.

I’m not saying they’re the best 
strip clubs, I’m just saying there’s 
a lot of ‘em. Quantity over quality 
sometimes, right? If we drink a lot 
we won’t give a f-ck anyway. I’ll be 
tippin’ grandma. Drop it down low 
grandma! Hold up, grandma you 
dropped your teeth.

So since you came to our hood, 
you take these guys to your 
hood? Of course, they’ve already 
been to the hood. I got an L.A. spot 
where it all goes down. That where 
I do the music, I got a cartoon I’m 
doing voiceovers for. Everything 
happens there right now. 

That’s the BME Click mansion?
Yeah, that’s right. Danny and them be 
down there just chillin’.

What are you gonna learn 
from Danny tomorrow? He said 
something about some buttering the 

muffin. I got high cholesterol though 
so I can’t f-ck with that.

So what can we look out for 
from Lil’ Jon next year? I got the 
new album, Crunk Rock. I’ve been 
working on it out in L.A.

When’s that gonna drop? Uhhh, 
sometime this year.

When it’s done? Hehehe, yeah. 
When it’s finished muthaf-cka! We 
working on a movie too with the 
whole BME click. Skate, surf, snow…
just all us actin’a fool.

Actin’ a fool? Oh, Dingo’s good 
at that. Yeeeahhh. And we can’t tell 
you what happens in Portland ‘cause 
what happens in the strip club, stays 
in the strip club. In fact, we didn’t 
even go!

Yeah, right.
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
