 “The Misschief all-girl videos are really pushing the sport,” 
agrees Gretchen. “It’s like a whole new initiative that’s really 
changing things.”
 “I was so surprised to see how many guys bought the girl’s 
movie,” adds Leanne. “It’s cool that they like to watch us too.”
 With few major fi lm companies integrating girls into their 
videos, it was only natural for the ladies to branch out on 
their own. And despite the challenging nature of profi ting from 
making a snowboard movie, the Misschief fi lms have been some 
of the best-selling snowboard videos of all time.
 “Before, most guys wouldn’t want to fi lm with girls so you 
wouldn’t get a chance to show what you could do,” says Priscilla. 
“There wasn’t an opportunity if you didn’t compete to show 
that you were a good rider.”
 Whereas many of the men’s fi lms have reached a plateau 
in terms of progression, it’s easy to see the girls improve 
year to year. They’ve brought some excitement back into the 
snowboard video market and given themselves options when 
it comes to their careers. With more young girls interested in 
riding than ever before, Leanne even started her own all-girls 
snowboard camp in Canada.
 “It’s so inspiring to see girls getting stoked, then going 
riding with them and trying what you’re trying but ten

times harder,” says Leanne. “It brings you back to when you 
started riding.” 
 MGT snowboard camp is both a summer and winter 
operation—fi ve, two-day sessions during the winter and 
two in the summer. This year there will be two winter camps 
in Alberta and three in British Columbia —the summer camps 
are fi ve-day and eight-day sessions on the Blackcomb 
Glacier in Whistler.
 “We started with 20 to 30 campers; now we have 40 to 
50,” explains Leanne. “We sell out every session!”
 With coaches like Marie France Roy, Alexis Waite and 
Annie Boulanger, it’s no wonder the camps have been a big 
hit. Riding with pros like Leanne inspires young girls to take 
snowboarding seriously and to believe that they can achieve 
their dreams whatever they may be. At the end of our 
discussion, we asked all the girls who inspired them to start 
snowboarding and who they think is still pushing the sport. 
A long list of names, like Tara Dakides, Jamie McCloud, 
Barrett Christy, Shannon Dunn, Victoria Jealouse, Tina Basich, 
Janna Meyen, Laura Hadar, Anne-Flore Marxer, Annie 
Boulanger, Hana Beaman, Marie France Roy, Cheryl Mass, and 
Jacqui Berg, was tossed up—further proof that talented 
women riders aren’t a scarce commodity anymore.
